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Attendees. Byron Keadle, Howard Taylor, Gary Sorrell, John Babyak, John Kennedy, Tom
Tarpley, Malcolm Peterson, Bob Turner, Jim Wilcox, Steve Neal, Ted Ifft, Charlie Fieldhouse,
Tom Taylor, Don Ewalt, Dick Crone, Errol Myers and non-Board members Dick Dale and C.J.
Myers.

Call to Order - The MISGA President, Byron Keadle, opened the meeting at 04:30 P.M. We
had three Past Presidents attending the meeting: Don Ewalt, Charlie Fieldhouse and Bob
Turner. Byron had all of the attendees introduce themselves. As the introductions finished, two
more Past Presidents came in, Tom Tarpley and C.J Myers. The use of the internet has greatly
facilitated the Board communications so that most of our Board actions are resolved ahead of
time using e-mail so we have to spend very little time at Board meetings for the exchange of
information. We have a goal tonight to wrap up the meeting by 6:30 P.M. Byron encouraged
everyone to read the e-mail reports and unless something requires further discussion, we can let
the reports stand as they are.

Secretary’s Report — The minutes of the April 6, 2009 meeting were previously distributed via
e-mail and were published on the web site. A motion was made and seconded to accept the
minutes as presented on the website. The minutes were accepted.

Treasurer’s Report — A Treasurer’s Report was distributed via e-mail. Gary Sorrell said that
he was leaving as Treasurer. The new Treasurer will be Dick Schwinger of Holly Hills. Gary
would be staying on the Board as the Audit Committee Chairman. His report contained two
reports, a Y ear-to-date actual income and expenses vs. 2009 Budget and Division Operations
allotments. The Treasurer’s Report was approved.

Division Reports

Division | — No Report

Division Il — A report was distributed via e-mail. A discussion about a Ladies MISGA Division
was delayed until the New Business portion of the meeting.

Division 111 — Malcolm Peterson reported that the qualifying tournament run by Div | and Div
Il had some problems and was two teams short of a full field. We didn’t have enough carts for
the Two-Man Tournament. He suggested that in the future, it would be a good idea to have
guidelines prepared for those that are running the division tournaments. Also a list of contacts
that could provide guidance and support would also be useful.

Division IV — A report was distributed via e-mail.

Division V — Steve Neal reported that one of the clubs in his division is considering dropping
out of MISGA. The division is trying a new system to try to generate better attendance. This
would be discussed later under New Business.

Division VI — A report was distributed via e-mail.
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Committee Reports

Associates — Ralph Cruikshank did not attend the meeting but a report was submitted via e-mail
to Byron and John Babyak. He had expressed concern about the sluggishness with which the
dues and roster updates are done. He did not get the last roster update until August and they are
supposed to be in by the first of June.

Audit — Howard Taylor submitted a report via e-mail. He reported that there are some residual
fundsin Division | from the last two years. Gary Sorrell will take over the committee next year.

Counsel — Jim Ewalt was not at the meeting, no report.

Events — Pete Sorge was not at the meeting but a report was submitted via e-mail to Byron and
John Babyak. The Fall Frolic will be held at Little River in Carthage, N.C. (Pinehurst Area) on
November1-7, 2009. There are 98 attendees and there is room for a couple of more applicants if
they contact Pete and have their applications received no later than 9/30.

Historian — Charlie Fieldhouse sent out a report and two attachments. Charlie will be retiring
from the MISGA Board in December.

Membership — Tom Taylor submitted a report via e-mail. The report showed that 41 clubs
showed a decline of 384 members. This was offset by 19 clubs showing an increase of 140
members, two new clubs with 72 members and one reinstated club, the Bay Club, with 32
members. At the end of 2008, there were 7 clubs with fewer than 32 associates. In 2009, there
are 13.

Policy and Planning — Earl Gayler did not attend because of health issues.

Rules and Handicap — Dick Crone submitted a report via e-mail. He will be, at Byron’s
request, emphasizing rules this year. He has submitted rules related articles in the April and
September issues of the Misgagram. He is using the article titles that were developed by Sam
Hall, a past president, in 2001. Thirty-five pages of rules articles were created but they never
put into the MISGAGRAM. Dick is starting with the titles and revising the articles. He has
checked the scores from the State ABCD and Two-Man Tournaments. Over 90% of players in
both tournaments have posted their correct scores. In April, Dick asked the Board to suspend
the Ineligibility Rule for a year and he would randomly check scores. Based on the results, he
would be inclined to not recommend the reinstitution of the rule. A discussion about on-line
posting followed. Dick Dale felt that we need some guidelines about some clubs allowing
members with an age plus handicap over a certain number, being allowed to play from the
forward (Red) tees. Another problem is with associates with a 50 index playing to the
maximum handicap index of 36.4 and not being able to contribute in a mixer.m

Tournament Chairman — Tom Tarpley submitted areport via e-mail. The ABCD and the Two-
Man Tournament were highly successful. Use the regular mixer tees were not a problem, the
long hitters did not dominate. He plans to use the regular mixer tees again next year. The
ABCD at Manor had spotters to help locate balls. That was very helpful. C.J. Myers' guidelines
of tournament preparation were very helpful. There was a low gross prize in the two-man team
tournament and there was competition for this prize. C.J. pointed out that there is a scheduling

problem with the ABCD Tournament in July 2010 because most divisions will not have time to
hold a division qualifier. A discussion about the location of the State Tournaments foll owed.

In 2010, the State ABCD will be held on July 26" and the State Two-Man will be held on
August 16" at Holly Hills.

Misgagram — Herb Hanson was not at the meeting but sent a report via e-mail. The next issue
will be about a week late because of a problem converting the format of one of the submissions.
Herb would like to be replaced as editor of the Misgagram.

Website — Errol Myers reported that he is staying up with changes. He is no longer able to use
Mapquest and has converted to Y ahoo.maps for all of the club websites. Fall projects will be to
put in some new capability with Photo Gallery so that if someone takes alot of pictures, we can
load them up in bulk. He will be consolidating all of the club information on one page with
links to the club websites.

President’s Remarks — Byron commented on the History situation that we have. Only one
division has a historian. We should have division historians as well as club historians. He also
felt that the Plans and Policy Committee should review the by-laws and guidelines to
recommend changes that are required to correspond to the way the Board does business.
References should be made to the website rather than pages in the by-laws or guidelines. All of
the MISGA documents should be looked at regularly to see if they should be updated. He would
like to have the Past Presidents look into the issues of low participation in mixers, why the
Rules of Golf are not followed, why it is so hard to get volunteers to take positions of
responsibility and why does the Global E-mail System fail to reach all associates.

Old Business -

Spring Fling — Dick Dale said that he has run the spring Fling for six years, four in Ocean City
and two at Williamsburg, and generally has about $50 left over from an event. Over time, he
now has $430 left over. He would like to keep that money for the next Spring Fling rather than
returning it to the MISGA treasury. Tom Tarpley made a motion that Dick could keep the
money for use in the next Spring Fling. The motion was passed.

New Business

Associates Roster Due Date — At the March 2008 Board Meeting, the due date for the
Associates rosters was set as May 1%. We are now using June 1% as the due date but have never
officially changed the date. By rescinding the 2008 action, the date would revert back to June
1*. A motion was made to rescind the March 2008 action. The motion was passed.

Realignment of Clubs — This was suggested as a topic because Division |1 is getting a number
of new clubs. Tom Tarpley said that his division is in no position to say how many clubs will
be in the division because several clubs are on the borderline of going away. He does not feel
that any action is required at this time.
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State Tournament Costs — The Tournament Chairman said that costs would not go down in the
future and might hit $100 in 2010. The cost did not influence the participation in these events.
It was suggested that the tournament hosts could provide a list of overnight accommodations in
the area of the State Tournaments.

Division V Mixers — The Division V reps had a meeting on September 8" and they discussed
how they could increase attendance at mixers. It was agreed that they would assign exclusive
home dates on which the other division clubs would not schedule either home or away mixers.
It was further agreed that the other clubs would not schedule another mixer either the day
before or the day after the exclusive date. Then they assigned the dates for next season. They
hope that by doing that, it would bring more people to a given mixer. Steve Neal added some
comments. Out of the ten clubs in the division, we have four or five that have attendance
problems. The division decided to try the exclusive dates for a year to see how it works. They
did this to weed out the competition in Division V. There are twenty-six weeks of the season
and two days for each of ten clubs still leaves six weeks that are untouched. Two of those
would be used for the Division ABCD and Two-Man Tournaments. So our clubs can still
schedule out of division clubs during the remaining four weeks. The idea is that we will not
compete with others in our own division. There was a concern about existing clubs having
fewer than 32 associates but it was pointed out that once a club is in MISGA, there is no
minimum number of associates required.

Ladies MISGA Division — In the Division Il Report, Tom Tarpley reported that “Several
females wanted to know if MISGA is interested in entertaining the idea of a separate Women's
MISGA Division operating under MISGA rules and having their own organization, but not
inter-mixing with the men. Was MISGA interested in pursuing or offering guidance? C.J.
Myers pointed out that about ten years ago, Montgomery C.C. women formed a Women’s
Interclub Senior Golf Association. At that time, MISGA said that we wouldn’t have anything to
do with it, if they want to do it, do it. A long discussion, most of it on a different issue,
followed without a response to the question of a women’s division.

New Clubs in MISGA — Tom Taylor proposed that we accept two new clubs into MISGA,
Cress Creek C.C. in Shepherdstown, WV with 20 associates and Musket Ridge in Myersville,
MD with 17 associates. A separate motion was made to accept each club on a provisional basis,
lasting 3 or 4 years. If they do not reach the 32 associates in that time, they would have to drop
out. Each motion was passed. VFW will continue in MISGA, playing at the VFW course.

Banking Resolution — The Board approved a resolution to designate Eastern Savings Bank as a
depository of MISGA funds (primarily certificates of deposit). The bank asked MISGA to
approve this resolution as part of updating signature cards to add our new Treasurer.

Wrap-up — There was a motion to adjourn. The meeting was adjourned at 6:30 P.M. The next
meeting will be on Thursday, December 10, 2009 at Patuxent Greens.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT

Certain unfavorable trends are cropping up in MISGA. We need to improve in these areas in
order to make MISGA an all-inclusive and respected organization to be proud of, as it has been in
the past and can be again.

Participation — Low participation in MISGA events is one of our most vexing problems. Clubs
should strive to send at least ten players (20 would be better) to away mixers, while home
participation should exceed twenty (30 would be better). Otherwise, the Reps have to invite five or
six clubs to have a decent turnout.

Shotgun starting times — Some clubs are instituting earlier starting times for the mixers, the
reason being, presumably, to get MISGA off the course sooner so that more tee times are
available for club members or for the paying public.

Dues payment and roster updates — Some clubs are not meeting the deadline. Submit
associates’ dues and roster updates by June 1 or your members are not entitled to participate in
MISGA events.

Cheating — It may be (has been) a losing battle to get MISGA associates to play by the rules of
golf and to post all legitimate scores, but we must continue to demand no less. It's not just a case
of fairness, it's a matter of honor.

Slow play — Here the basic advice is, “Get out of the way!” It's as simple as that. Keep up with
the group ahead, not just ahead of the group behind.

Elitism — MISGA is evolving toward a two-tier organization. Some clubs, as a matter of club
policy, are refusing to schedule mixers with other clubs (people?) that are considered “inferior.”
Even though individuals may choose to participate or not, according to their own criteria, the clubs
are not afforded that same freedom. Besides, this behavior is counter to the spirit of MISGA and
should not be rewarded.

Volunteerism — We need skilled volunteers to step up and contribute to the effective operation
of MISGA. A number of positions are vacant or about to become vacant, some at Board level and
others at Division level. Although some positions are more critical than others (e.g., Associates
Chairmen), | would like to emphasize the position of Division Historian, which is vacant in all but
one division. It has been almost four years since the last history was produced. That means that
important information is not being recorded in anticipation of producing the next ten-year history.
The history published in April 2006 was initiated as a project in February 2003. If the next history
is due out (to printer?) in January 2016, then it would be started by February 2013. However,
waiting until 2013 to start is too late. The history of each club should be updated continually. Then
when requested by the MISGA History Chairman, it is essentially already prepared. This implies
that there should be an Historian at each club, not just a Division Historian.

Except for the above minor problems, MISGA is in great shape and should continue to thrive.
Let’'s work hard to keep it that way.

Let’s resolve to complete the annual reports and send them to the president by December 1,
2009.

Let’s also resolve to complete the associates’ roster updating and dues payment by June 1,
2010 — no excuses.

After avery lengthy and wide ranging debate, the motion was amended and approved to delete references to
specific handicap and age ranges as proposed and to replace them with areference to follow the current
USGA guidelines, asfollows:

MI SGA Guidelines on Optional Use of Forward and Rearward Tees The use of alternate teesin M1 SGA
Mixers, State Tournaments and other events, such as Frolics and Flings, isoptional and isto be
determined by the Club, the Club Rep or the Event/Tournament Chairman. All golfers may choose to
play any of the optional teesif optional tees are offered. When optional tees are offered, participants must
be informed in advance and the USGA Handicap Manual must be used to rate the use of all tees offered.

Evaluation of Cress Creek Country Club

Background:

Several years ago Cress Creek Country Club expressed interest in joining
MISGA, but could not generate enough involvement among their senior members. Since
that time the membership of Cress Creek has grown and MISGA now gives clubs
probationary memberships allowing them time to increase their numbers.

In June or July 2009 Free State Seniors held atournament at Cress Creek.
Following the outing, David Wallerstein, a member of the MISGA membership
committee met with the Head Pro, Keith Rader to discuss the possibility of his club
joining MISGA. David was introduced to the head of the senior group, Larry Strite, and
the two of them continued the exploration which ultimately led to arequest to join. A
date was selected for an Evaluation Team to visit the club.

The Evaluation Team was appointed: Tom Tarpley, Div. |l Director, Larry Lewis,
Ass't Rep, Quail Vdley Golf Club, David Wallerstein, Membership Committee, and
Thomas Taylor, Membership Committee Chairman.

Evaluation:

On August 20, 2009, the committee, with the exception of Tom Tarpley, who was
excused due to a prior commitment and who had also played the course previously, met
with a group of interested seniors led by Larry Strite, Senior Representative. The
committee played golf with the seniors and afterwards had a group meeting wherein our
reguirements were discussed and what was expected of Cress Creek. At the conclusion
of the meeting Cress Creek gave us asigned application and alist of seniors (20) who
would make up the core membership at thistime.

Cress Creek isafull private country club in the classic sense providing
swimming, tennis and golf. It aso has afitness center for its members. It is privately
owned by alocal family who also own the Bavarian Inn and the Locust Hill Golf Course
in nearby Charlestown, WV. The Club was built in 1988 and is located at 100 Cress
Creek Dr. in Shepherdstown, WV, just on the other side of the Potomac River. It hasa
full service clubhouse with fine dining facilities, a small pro shop, practice range, and
year round PGA golf instruction.

The golf courseis well kept and well bunkered. However some of the bunkers do
not have quite enough sand. The course we played was alittle over 5500 yards but due to
the many hills played much longer. It is an interesting course with many ponds and lakes
which add to the adventure of playing this course. The greens are tricky, fast and run true.
It was a pleasure to play this course.

We have also ascertained the following:

A. The club has 52 riding carts which are not equipped with GPS. Other carts are
available from the sister club (Locust Hill) if needed.

B. Food is prepared on premises and the dining areawill sit approx. 124. They
would serve buffet style.



C. Theclubsislicensed by the USGA. They are also members of the WV GA.

D. The club uses the GHIN handicap system which is provided by the USGA.
They are equipped to make-up equitable foursomes and print scorecards with all
relevant information.

E. The club uses awarning horn to clear the course in the event of severe
weather.

At the beginning of 2009, member club, VFW, notified their members that they
would not be able to play golf on the VFW course asit had been put on the market along
with the clubhouse, etc. Their Club Rep, Tom Rowlett aswell as several other members
visited other clubsin the Frederick areawith the intent of moving their MISGA
operations to another club for 2009. They picked Musket Ridge which is located about
four miles west of Frederick in Myersville, Md. They have played dl of their 2009
season at this location.

About two weeks ago, the Club Rep, Tom Rowlett, formally made application for
Musket Ridge to become a member of MISGA on their own with no relation to the VFW.
At this time a committee consisting of Ken Walgren, PP, Byron Keadle, Pres., Tom
Tarpley, Div. Il Director and myself was appointed to evaluate their application.

Evaluation:

Asal members on the committee have played the course over the past severa
months it was unnecessary for them to replay it as no changes have been made. In
discussions with Tom Rowlett and his assistants we have ascertained the following:

A. There are over 300 senior (over 50) members at Musket Ridge.

B. They have 76 riding golf carts which are not GPS equipped.

C. Thedining facility has a seating capacity of 200 which isindoors and air cond.

D. They have alarge kitchen and prepare all food on the premises. It is served
buffet style.

E. They have amanua warning horn that is used to clear the course in the event
of severe weather conditions.

F. They do not have asmart Automatic External Defibrillator.

G. The club will use their white tees measuring 5884 yards for MISGA events.
They can be adjusted to make the course shorter if necessary.

H. The club uses GOLFNET for maintaining their handicaps which isaso
equipped to make-up equitable foursomes and print scorecards with al relevant
information.

Current Committee Activity - since the April 6 meeting

Inform Membership regarding Rules and Handicap issues

To implement the President's desire that the Committee emphasi ze Rules issues,
especially by disseminating Rules information through the MISGAgram, the Chairman
prepared Rules articles for the April and September MISGAgrams:

-- the April article was titled "Don't Touch that Ball"
-- the September articleis titled "The Provisiona Ball -- Stepsto Avoid the Mess."

These articles are to be continued in future 'grams, carrying on the original work
of former MISGA President Sam Hall's 2001 Rules and Handicap Project. The articles
are based on the 2001 articles, but add information and Rules updates.

Monitoring of Posting of 2009 Championship Tournament Scores

The Chairman is "randomly" checking the Associates posting of their 2009
Championship tournament scores, to determine the effectiveness of the announcements
and notices given at those tournaments. This procedure implements the Board's March
18 vote to suspend the tournament indligibility provision of the tournament policy for
2009-2010, but to do random checks to determine whether it might be appropriate to
reinstate the ingligibility policy.

As of this date, preliminary score checking has reveaed that:

-- 21 of the 23 A flight players from Maryland (91 %) posted their scores, of 30 in
the ABCD final; and

-- 19 of the 20 Maryland players (95 %), of the 30 players winning money in the
Two-Man final, posted their scores.

These numbers are in line with the percentages from 2008. If they hold up
throughout the remainder of the fields, the Chairman would be inclined to not
recommend the reinstitution of the previous indigibility rule.

(Beginning in 2009, checking of scores has been made more difficult because:

(1) the scoring record of players from clubs other than your own can't be viewed unless
you know the name of the player's home club (and the club names of the Two-Man Finals
players, other than the teams which won money); and

(2) the scoring record of players from clubs other than your own will only show the
month in which a score was played, not the date (so the only way to check the score
posting is by identifying the score and the rating and slope of the course played in August
-- Manor (the ABCD) or Prospect Bay (the Two-Man) -- and hoping that the player
entered the right score, rating, and slope).
