The weather is always a factor for MISGA Golfers. So far this
year it has been very kind to us. The Florida Winter Fling this
February, in Crystal River, Florida, all four rounds of golf were
completed (a great achievement considering that this location is
somewhat to the north). We were able to play golf after the Annual
Reps Meeting in April at Chester River (we had been rained out the
past two years). Even the Spring Fling in May at Ocean City had
acceptable weather. The diehards were able to wear shorts.

If this pattern continues, the Division Tournament Qualifiers in
June and July will have full fields. The Two-Man Final will be held
at Holly Hills on Monday August 1. Then Green Hill will host the
Past Presidents (A-B-C-D) Final on August 11.

Tired of Teams shooting 110

There are many MISGA war stories about teams scoring
approximately 110 or lower when playing best balls of four. That is
34 or lower under par! USGA data indicates that the average score
should be around 130 with a winning team at about 125 or so.
Division one has taken a stand to correct these absurd scores.

In accordance with USGA guidelines, we use 90% of handicap
for best two balls of four play. In addition, we have significantly
increased emphasis on monitoring of individual handicaps. After the
November Eastern Shore working/scheduling meeting at Shawnee
many of the club reps played golf. The team scores supported our
efforts to increase the adherence to proper handicapping. The
winning team score was 127. The second and third place teams
tied at 131.

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Paul Keiser presents Past President Don Ewalt His award at Reps Meeting.

We are pleased to have the opporunity to reprint an article
written by Dan McNulty the Cripple Creek Club Rep concerning
one of their Associates, Major James E. Major, Jr., USMC,
Ret Jim was born (1/20/21) and raised in Princeton, NJ.
He attended public schools there, graduated from Muhlenburg
College in 1948 with an AB Degree, and Rutgers University in
1957 with a Master’s in Education. He graduated from the
Marine Corps Academy in 1943 while serving in the United
States Marine Corps.

When WWII broke out, Jim was a sophomore at Muhlenburg. He
left school to enlist in the Marine Corps. He was released from
active duty after the war, remained in the USMC Reserves and
completed his education on the Gl Bill.

During WWII Jim participated in the “clean up” of Guadalcanal
with the 1st Marine Division in 1944. He was in the battle of
Okinawa with the 6th Marine Division in 1945, and was part of
the occupation force in Japan in 1945, as well. Jim returned to
the states in 1946 and was a member of the standby reserves
from 1946 -1950 when he continued his education on the GI Bill.
During this time he was assigned to the 6th Infantry Bn., 4th
Naval Dist., Phia. Navy Yard.

In 1950, Jim was recalled to active duty for the Korean conflict.
He participated in the Inchon Seoul Landing in Sept. 1950 with
the 3rd Bn., 11 Marines, 1st Marine Div. Jim was in the battle of
Chosin Reservoir in November -December 1950 where the
troops suffered severe weather conditions and were over-
whelmingly outnumbered by the Chinese. Being the highly
trained Marines that they were, they reduced the effectiveness
of the Chinese and won the battle. Thus, the coveted title, the
Chosin Few. During the campaign, Jim was wounded
andreceived the Bronze Star with the “V” for action in the
Chosin Campaign.

From January 1951 -May1951, Jim was in the 2nd and 3rd
spring offensive against China and North Korea. He returned to
the states in May, 1951 and was assigned to the 4th Naval Dist.
Phila. until 1953 when he was transferred to the 2nd Marine Div.
Camp Lejeune, NC where he was the EX.Officer in the 2nd
Motor Transport BN, 2nd Marine Div. from 1953 -1955. Jim was
released from active duty again in 1955 and remained in the
Reserves until his retirement in 1962.

Jim’s military awards include: The Bronze Star with “V/”, Purple
Heart, 5 Presidential Citations from the US and 2 from Korea), 2
Navy Commendations, 6 Battle Stars( 1 from WWII and 5 from
Korea), and the NJ Distinguished Service Medal for combat
service in WWII and Korea.

In Jim’s other life, he was a high school Social Studies Teacher, a
Jr. and Sr. High School Principal, and Superintendent in NJ Public
Schools. He retired from education in 1981. Jim was a past
president of 2 NJ Boards of Education, a Township Committee-
man and Mayor of Mansfield Twp. NJ.

Jim moved to Delaware in November 2001 and resides at Cripple
Creek Golf and Country Club with his wife Ginny where they
have met many wonderful people and made many lasting
friendships. He has two daughters, Lynn a teacher in NJ and
Sue a Veterinarian with the NJ Racing Commission, 2 grandsons
and 2 great-grand daughters. He enjoys playing golf, particu-
larly the MISGA events.

In 1992, we were accepted into MISGA and assigned to Divisio
I. Our first Mixer was held in April, with 32 Mixers to follow
during that first year. Membership included fifty-five MISGA
Associates.

In 1993, membership increased to 69. In 1994, membership
increased to 70 and a full slate of Mixers.

In 1995 Division |, divided and Nutters became a member of
Division 5, known today as Eastern Shore South. Ed Neff
became Assistant Representative, and secretary and treasurer.
In 2002, Paul Phillips was appointed Assistant Representative,
and Division V Assistant Director and Historian. Kirk Banks was
appointed Assistant Representative and Division 5 Planning and
Policy Committee member.

Nutters Crossing MISGA is one of the original clubs that initiated
winter play on the Eastern Shore, and hosted lady golfers whe
Spring Fling was held at Green Hill and Nassawango. Annually
Nutters generously donates to the D.P.G.A. scholarship pro-
gram.
