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Tribute to Richard J. Hunt

On August 13, 2011 MISGA lost a very dear friend when Dick Hunt, Manor C.C., passed on to
that great golf course in the sky. Since joining Manor in 1996, Dick held several important positions in
MISGA and the Manor Senior Golf Association.

Before moving to Rockville, MD, Dick was a member of Rolling Road G. C. in Catonsville, MD
for over 40 years. He served six years on their Board of Governors and upon his retirement from the
Applied Physics Laboratory of Johns Hopkins University, he joined MISGA and became the Rolling
Road Club Rep. After retiring from APL, he stayed in touch with many of his co-workers and friends
and remained very active in the APL Golf League.

Soon after joining Manor, Dick accepted the offer to be the MISGAgram Editor, to succeed the
retiring Merle Shumaker. During the six years he held this position, Dick published 22 issues beginning
with the Summer 1997 Volume 50 through the November 2002 Volume 71. The highlight of this
achievement was the tremendous job Dick did in publishing the 18-page 25" Anniversary issue in April
2000. In his final issue he gave thanks to his devoted wife, Kay, for al the help she gave him during
these years. Sometimes, after giving his report at a MISGA Board meeting, Dick was often chided by
some Board member who would claim that Kay was the real Editor and that Dick was merely her assis-
tant.

We all know that the MISGAgram is no longer printed and mailed to each Associate, but back in
those days it was quite a task to get each issue printed and mailed out on time. Dick had a very capable
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companion in Nick Parker, who was the Mailing Chairman for al the years of Dick’s tenure. We called
them the “Nick & Dick Team.”

When asked by Sam Hastings, MISGA Events Chairman, if he would accept the additional task
of organizing and conducting one of the Fall Frolics, Dick eagerly volunteered. In November of 1998,
he ran the Sunset Beach trip, which was a new venue headquartered at Sea Trail Plantationin N. C. Over
50 men and women golfers enjoyed the always great accommodations and food at Sea Trail, but played
golf at the nearby courses of Angel’s Trace, The Pearl, Panther’s Run, and Calabash Links. The follow-
ing year, he led avery large group of 157 people on the Jekyll Island Junket for another week of golfing
fun and frolic.

Dick was elected by the Division 1V Club Reps to serve as a Director on the Board beginning in
2005. Although he was scheduled to be seated as President of MISGA in 2008, he resigned after two
yearsin order that he and Kay would be free to do alot of traveling in the U. S. and overseas. And travel
they did! Lots and lots of wonderful trips! No doubt about Dick....he always had his priorities right!

At Manor, Dick served as Vice President and then President of the Senior Golf Association in
2005 and 2006. He later held the position of SGA Treasurer from 2009 to 2011.

Dick was an avid golfer and typically would post over 100 scores each year. He was a very
steady player, a dependable partner who seldom shot a score far above his handicap. In his lifetime he
had 3 holes-in-one.

Dick loved his 8 grandchildren and got tremendous pleasure watching them compete in their
various sports. He read a lot and was a book club member for several years. He loved listening to music
of al types. He played the piano quite well and was an accomplished banjo player, specializing in the

Earl Scruggs style of 5-string picking. To celebrate his 80™ birthday last year Kay and his children threw
atremendous dinner party for him in the Manor ballroom, with well over 100 guests in attendance.

For many years Dick and Kay were included in “The Manor Group of Eight Couples’ who each
fall took a week long golf trip to places like Greenbrier, Kingsmill, Curacao, Mesquite, NV, and the
Robert Trent Jones Golf Trail in Birmingham, AL. Although this was a very sociable, fun-loving bunch,
everyone took the golf playing as seriously as possible and strived to win a daily prize. On at least two
occasions, Dick won the “ Golfer of the Year” award with this group.

Dick aways considered himself to be “Totally Irish”. A few years ago, Dick and Kay took an ex-
tended trip to Ireland to enjoy all the charm and beauty of the Emerald Isle. Among other pleasures,
Dick finally achieved one of his lifetime goals....he kissed The Blarney Stone! During the trip, they pur-
chased a beautiful crystal chalice, on the base of which they had engraved “In Memory of Father Larry
Hunt.” Larry, an older brother of Dick, was a Jesuit priest who served many years as a Missionary in
India. For three weeks in October 1998 Dick accompanied Larry on his return visit, after living in the
U.S. for 15 years, to al of the schools, hospitals, leprosy clinics, etc. he had been posted as he fulfilled
his vocation of serving the poor. Upon their return from Ireland they presented the chalice to the Pastor
of St. Mark Church in Catonsville, the parish where the Hunt family grew up. It was very fitting that this
chalice was used by the priests who celebrated the Funeral Mass for Dick.

Dick enjoyed golf so much that he would think nothing of driving many miles for several hours
to the next golf course. He was also a very generous man who would do anything to help you enjoy your
round of golf, even if it meant conceding afew short putts (in afriendly, casua match, of course). Who-
ever came up with the statement that ‘golf is a gentleman’s game played by gentlemen’ must have had
Dick Hunt in mind, for that is the epitome of his personality and character.

| prefer playing from longer tees than most MISGA players. Doing so makes for a more enjoyable round of golf
for me. And, while I don’t mind courses having MISGA play from the shortest men’s tees, | want more courses
to allow those who prefer it to play from the longer tees (and make the appropriate handicap correction, of
course). I've noticed in the past few years that courses are tending to make shorter and shorter tees for seniors.
5500 — 5800 is typical, but my club has played at |least three courses this year at 5200 — 5300. I’ ve said thisto a
few people: Ten years from now (when the core of players we have now are in their 70s — 90s) we'll be playing
from 4900 yards and saying how good we are to be able to reach every green in regulation. If we want to con-
tinue to have MISGA grow, | think we need to stop the trend of shorter and shorter tees (or at least allow more
players to play from longer tees). If we really want to attract players that are 50 — 65 years old, | think playing
our events from the short teesisn’t agreat selling point.

An Explanation of Course Handicaps

For Women Competing with Men from Same or Different Tees
and for Men Competing from Different Tees

Women vs. Men:

As you may know, because women are part of our MISGA events, the correct method of computing
their course handicaps has surfaced. The correct method for calculating the course handicaps of women playing
in competition with men from either the men's tees or from more forward tees takes a little time to understand.

Over the last year, a number MISGAgram articles, All-MISGA Distribution Emails, and individual
emails have been written, posted, and otherwise exchanged, in attempts to explain this method. MISGA Tour-
nament Chairman Lloyd Stimson's excellent, simple explanations appeared in the March 2011 MISGAgram.

But the correct method has not yet been applied in all MISGA events.
So, it seems appropriate to continue to publicize the correct method.

To somewhat plagiarize our esteemed Tournament Chairman: "It's really a pretty simple calculation. At
the tee markers from which they are playing, you subtract the lower [usually men's] course rating from the
higher [usually women's] course rating. That difference (.5 or more is rounded upward) is the number of addi-
tional strokes the ladies will receive." (Emphasis added.)

The reason for these additional strokes for women is that women are "playing a different, more difficult
course,” for them, than the men are playing. The "degree of difficulty” of the women's and men's "courses’ is
measured by the course ratings of those courses. So, the difference in course difficulty between the men and
women in competition together means that the women get more strokes than they would receive if they were
playing only against other women.

Men vs. Men:

At some MISGA mixers, some men of advanced age and/or with higher handicaps are permitted to play
from more forward tees than the other men.

The correct method for calculating men's course handicaps from different teesin MISGA eventsis simi-
lar to the method for calculating the women's course handicaps in competition with men. The difference in
course ratingsis used again.

Because the men playing from the forward tees are playing a "course" different from (and less difficult
than) the "course" of the other men with whom they are competing, the difference in course ratingsis subtracted
from the course handicaps of the men playing from the forward tees.

Section 3-5 of the USGA Handicap System Manual contains these procedures.

Future MISGAgrams and All-MISGA Distribution Emails may repeat these procedures.

GolfNet software performs these procedures for the pros setting up the scorecards.

Therefore, it isimportant to share the correct procedures with the club pros.

The SMGA believes the rehabilitative
benefits of golf can improve the mental and physical condition of each and every wounded soldier returning
from combat.

Walter Reed Society

The Walter Reed Society established a fund in 2004 to assist servicemen and women being treated at Walter
Reed Army Medical Center, due to service in Irag, Afghanistan and surrounding areas, with unexpected finan-
cial needs and provide specially identified equipment and services related to their care when other resources are
not available. Since its inception, hundreds of service members and/or their families have received assistance
from the WRS Warrior/Family Support Fund. The total amount granted exceeds $1.5 million.

To help golfers have more fun on the course and enhance their overall experience by playing from a set of
tees best suited to their abilities, The PGA of America and the United States Golf Association have partnered to
support “TEE IT FORWARD,” anew national initiative to be proposed for golf facilities nationwide.

TEE IT FORWARD encourages al golfers to play the course at a length that is aligned with their average driving
distance (see above chart for guidelines). Golfers can speed up play by using tees that provide the greatest playability and
enjoyment. “Simply put, TEE IT FORWARD can make golf much more fun for millions of people,” said PGA of America
President Allen Wronowski. “We believe that by moving up to another set of tees, golfers will experience an exciting,
new approach to the game that will produce more enjoyment and elevate their desire to come back and play even more
golf."

Barney Adams, the founder of Adams Golf, provided the concept that led to TEE IT FORWARD. By playing from
forward tees, amateur golfers have the chance to play the course at the same relative distance as a touring professional
would over 18 holes. The playing field isleveled by giving golfers the opportunity to play from distances that are properly
aligned with their abilities.

Jack Nicklaus said, "All of us deeply involved in the game constantly encourage golfers of all skill levelsto play the
proper tees, but too often golfers want to bite off as much of the golf course as they can. What ends up suffering is their
scorecard and their overall enjoyment. This program should help stimulate people to play the proper tees and maximize
the golf experience.
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
