Longest Serving Club Representative
Leisure World Golf Club

Leisure World was one of 12 charter clubs to form the Maryland Interclub Senior Golf Associa-
tion (MISGA) in 1975. Al Craig moved to Leisure World in 1985 and quickly became associ-
ated with MISGA. He became the MISGA co-representative in 1988 and has served as the
Leisure World representative since 1994.

Al celebrated his 85" Birthday this year. A World War I Navy veteran, he served in the Pacific
Theater. Al came to the Washington D.C. areain 1959, and played golf for over 20 years at the
University of Maryland, before moving to Leisure World. Al has played al the MISGA DIV IV
courses, as well as several other MISGA Club courses countless times.

Al was named DIV 1V representative of the year in 2002, and was recognized as the longest
serving representative at the DIV |V Holiday Luncheon in 2009. He continues to serve as Lei-
sure World's MISGA representative.

Anyone who has served as a MISGA rep knows how trying it can sometimes be to schedule 16
to 20 golf events each year. Al has done this with precision and good humor over all these
years. To summarize Al’s accomplishments in the words of a fellow MISGA player and rep
from another club: “The times that | played in Mixers at Leisure World they were always a
pleasure and well organized.”

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2012 MISGA SPRING FLING
Williamsburg, Virginia
TUE, MAY 15 (ARRIVAL)--THUR, MAY 17 (DEPARTURE)

The 2012 SPRING FLING will again be held in Colonial Williamsburg, Virginia which is located about
2.5 to 3 hours south of Washington, DC. This will be our fifth consecutive year in Williamsburg. Each year the
weather has been ideal with temperatures in the 70's in the daytime and mid 60's at night. It is a prime time!
That fact combined with the excellent golf courses makes Williamsburg an irresistible place in mid-May. We
will be playing three different golf courses: The Woods Course at Kingsmill, the River Course at Kingsmill,
and the Gold Course at Golden Horseshoe. We played the Woods course last year for the first time and the re-
sponse was overwhelming that everyone wanted to play it again. The other two courses are premier coursesin
Williamsburg. The River Course has played host to both the PGA and the LPGA tours. The Gold Course, of
course, is rated as one of the top 20 public coursesin the US. Participation will be limited to 120 golfers.

The SPRING FLING is handled alittle differently than the fall/winter flings which are full resort events
for aweek. We have tried to keep costs to a minimum, but play top-notch golf courses. A central hotel has not
been set up since we have found that many people have time shares or want to use less expensive hotels and get
points on their personal cards. Williamsburg has a large selection of accommodations. Y ou may want to check
out www.williamsburgvacations.com , or call 1-866-341-4866, for discount rates, using a special promo code
“MISGA “for accommodations at hotels or condos and for discounted tickets to Colonial Williamsburg, Busch
Gardens etc. with their reservation. Many of these are one or two bedroom condos that can be rented for one or
two nights even though you may not be a member of atimeshare organization. (Many people rented time shares
and stayed for the entire week. They used the MISGA games for the heart of their week and then scheduled ad-
ditional golf games for the other days.) The location you select in Williamsburg is not critical since the three
golf courses are located within afew miles of downtown Williamsburg.

Golf shotgun start times are projected to be 1:00 PM on Tuesday, 8:30 AM on Wednesday and 9:00 AM
on Thursday. Games will be typical MISGA team games. There will be no scrambles for the men.

We have seen a steadily increasing number of MISGA golfers with non-golfing wives at the Spring
Fling (31 in 2011!). The ladies seem to have a very good time in Williamsburg. There will be a welcoming
luncheon for the non-golfing ladies.

Dinner on Wednesday night will be an informal indoor picnic with four different meat choices and will
be held at the Crowne Plaza and is included in the package price. Other than the Wednesday night dinner, we
have not scheduled any other meals, since there are such alarge variety of excellent and different restaurants in
the Williamsburg area, including several in the historic area.

The basic package price includes three rounds of golf, golf prizes, one dinner, and one luncheon for the
non-golfing ladies.

The MISGA Championship Tournament Guidelines were supplemented to include the
USGA rules governing women competing with men (fee marker placements and handicap
allocations).

At the September 13, 2011, Board of Directors Meeting, the Board voted fo permit the
previous year's Gross and Net Champions (Past Presidents {ABCD} and 2-Man Team) to
compete in the current year's tournaments without having to qualify. However, they will
be required to pay the entry fee.

The Score vs. Par procedure for determining winners and awarding prizes at a MCT that
has been suspended because of unforeseen circumstances without the possibility of re-
sumption of play was approved at the September 13, 2011, Board of Directors Meeting. A
tutorial for applying the procedure was developed and posted on the MISGA website.

At the December 6, 2011, Board of Directors Meeting, the Board voted to reduce the
size of the fields for the Past Presidents (ABCD) Tournament from 128 competitors to
100 and the 2-Man Team from 64 teams to 50. Hopefully, this will result in a reduction in
tournament playing time.

The MCT tie breaking procedure was modified to require a sudden-death playoff for both
the Gross and Net Champions and optional application of either the P6A or match-of-
cards tie breaking procedures for all other winners.

Florida Scramble

One of the more interesting formats for a change of pace is the Florida Scramble, also know as the Step-
Aside Scramble. It can be played with or without Team Handicaps and is especially suitable for MISGA Events
of Mixed Men & Women Teams. The Scramble can be more interesting and exciting than the usual “play-your-
own-ball” formats of 2-BB, 1-2-3, 6-6-6, or Stableford. These formats are played at mixers throughout the golf-
ing season, and sometimes, a change-of-pace will enliven the activity.

The principal features of the modified Florida Scramble are: Step Aside; 2 Drives per Person; Everybody
Putts. Of course, the ball must be on the green, not merely the fringe, before everyone putts. (In the regular
Florida Scramble, the step-aside is continued until the ball is holed.) These features require some strategy,
which involves all members in the decisions and tends to make it more exciting. You don’t always want the
longest ball — you want to give your team the best opportunity for the next shot. Complicating this decision is
the requirement to use two drives from every member of the team in the 18-hole round. The step-aside feature is
what makes the Florida Scramble truly a team event, where the outcome is not determined solely by the “A”
Player’s ability.

If Handicaps are used, then compute the sum of the percentages of course handicaps as follows. Team
Handicap = 20% A + 15% B + 10% C + 5% D, where A, B, C, & D represent the Course Handicaps of the four
members of the team. Thisisthe USGA recommendation.

Every Multi-day MISGA Event should include this Scramble format, or one very similar. For example, the
rules could include requiring three drives from every member of the team, but not four drives — that would be
too onerous.

S0, give the scramble a shot to see whether it’ s an enjoyable aternative to the standard formats.

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SPEED OF PLAY

Speed of play is recognized as one of the magjor problems within MISGA. The MISGAGRAMs are full of sug-
gestions on attacking this problem. A second major problem is not playing by the rules of golf. We don’t want
to violate the rules in the hope that it will speed play; e.g., “gimmes.”

The following suggestions will definitely contribute to faster play:

Play “Ready Golf”
Keep up with the group in front, not merely ahead of the group behind!

Multi-tees — golfer’s choice. USGA Handicap System must be followed in determining course handi-
cap. We already do this for women, don’t we?

Drop player at first ball; then continue to next ball. After hitting, return to meet first player.
Hold clubs until next cart stop; then put them away.

Hit before searching for lost ball.

Weatch al ballsto expedite the search.

If aball may be lost outside a hazard or out-of-bounds, hit a provisional. Of course, if the original ball
is found, you must abandon the provisional. (It may be better not to find the original.) If the original is
going to be unplayable, don’t even search for it.

Continuous Putting — the green has already been trampled. Don’t waste time by marking and plumb-
bobbing, again.

Park the cart at the exit of the green before putting.
Go to the next tee before marking score or replacing clubs.
Learn Taking Relief procedures & penalties.

Equitable Stroke Control (ESC) has nothing to do with speed of play. ESC controls the maximum score for a
hole that may be posted (after the round is over). It is never to be used as a countable score for a hole. Some
people are perhaps confusing ESC with Most Likely Score (MLS), the score that you are most likely to make if
you play it out. However, if you pick up, then you are no longer in the individual competition for those nine
holes or for the eighteen. If playing as a member of a four-man team, then picking up becomes more palatable,
and will speed play. But neither an MLS nor an ESC number can be counted in determining a prize-winning
score, whether individual or team competition.
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
